Black-capped Chickadee
is our Official Bird!

On January 5, we revealed that the Black-capped
Chickadee is our official bird. Over 21,000 Regina
residents voted for a shortlist of six birds and the chickadee
soared ahead. I was rooting for the Red-breasted Nuthatch,
a feisty and clever bird that came in second place!

In February, Council passed my motion to support our
status as a Bird-Friendly City and to declare the second
Saturday in May as World Bird Migratory Day.

Funding for New
Aquatic Facility and
Geothermal Approved

On March 7, 2024, the City of Regina, along with the
governments of Saskatchewan and Canada, announced
$128 million in infrastructure funding for a new Aquatics
Centre and geothermal heating facility. For more

Federal Government
Approves $35 Million for
Housing Accelerator Fund

On February 9, 2024, federal Minister of Housing and
Infrastructure, Sean Fraser, was in Regina to announce $35
million for the City of Regina to fast track an increase in
housing options and applications. As part of the funding,
the City has proposed 11 initiatives to improve housing
development options and increase the number of housing
development approvals by 1,000 above what would
normally be approved in three years. Go to
Regina.ca/housingoptions for more information.

New Electric Buses
Coming

Regina Transit is greening up its fleet with 20
electric buses over the next two years. Seven will
arrive in early 2025 and the remaining 13 will

be here by the end of that year. The new 40-foot
battery electric buses are the first ever in the City’s
fleet and will replace Transit’s diesel-powered
buses when they come to the end of their useful
life. Reducing emissions supports the City’s goal
of becoming a 100 per cent renewable city by
2050. The total project cost is $52.2 million with
the federal government covering 50 per cent of the
infrastructure and bus costs.

New Transit Fare System

Transit customers will have a new way to pay for
rides this fall. Already implemented in other major
cities, the new fare system is flexible, easy to use
and includes using a mobile payment app, reloadable
smart card or cash. A second phase will allow credit
and debit cards. The new and old systems will run
side by side for at least one month to allow everyone
to adjust. The City has chosen this new system
because the current one is outdated and no longer
supported.

New Transit Fares

The City is lowering youth monthly passes to align
with other Canadian transit systems. The City is
also introducing a fare capping system that will
save transit riders money. The new system will only
charge customers for what they use. If customers
don’t ride enough in a month to make up the cost
of a full pass, they will only be charged for what
they use. Alternatively, frequent riders will get free
rides once they use the bus more than three times

a day or over 31 times in a month. The new fare
system will also be used on Paratransit. Part of the
Regina Transit Master Plan recommendations were
to update the current fare system to include fare
capping and reduce fare options for customers who
purchase non-cash fares.
